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On Saturday at the annual Australian Alternative Varieties Wine Show awards night, the 5.C. Pannell 2007 Adelaide Hills Nebbiolo triumphed by
claiming three trophies - Best Italian Varietal, Best Red Wine and Best Wine of Show.

This wine was effortless to make, as a result of perfect
vintage conditions. The tannins ripened without extreme alcohol, elevating a pure expression with fragrant character. This is the third vintage of
this wine; it spent less time in oak, and is a more elegant wine than the 2005 and 2006 MNebbiolos," noted Stephen.

Stephen was also honoured to be presented the special inaugural trophy for Best Wine of Show, now named in memory of the show’s co-
founder, the late Dr. Rod Bonfiglioli. Bonfiglioli, along with Stefano de Pieri and Bruce Chalmers started the show ten years ago, with an aim to
provide a fair showing for alternative and emerging wine varietals that are often overlooked at the more mainstream wine shows.

The result at the Australian Alternative Varieties Wine Show comes a week after a spectacular result for 5.C. Pannell at the McLaren Vale Wine
Show, winning Best Rose of Show for the 2009 5.C. Pannell Rose Arido, was well as Best Small Producer for 5.C. Pannell.
